In the classroom, high school students
have been exploring a variety of topics.
The Grade 9 ELA students are focusing
on narrative point of view and
figurative language while reading The
Hunger Games.

Hockey 11G students
have been utilizing on-ice instruction at
the rink, working on edge control, stride
mechanics, stick handling, and shot
release.
